FISH Thesaurus Table Structure
The English Heritage AMIE database and the Thesaurus Management module incorporated within it is a bespoke ORACLE database. As well as the ability to query the database through the windows graphical user interface forms it is also possible to query and edit the data using SQL Plus. 

The Thesaurus Management module consists of four tables:

· thesaurus_terms

· thesaurus_term_preferences

· thesaurus_term_uses

· thesaurus_term_relations

It also includes a table called classification_groups which holds details about the individual thesauri.

thesaurus_terms
This table contains the basic information about each term in the thesaurus. 

the_te_uid 
is its unique number in this table and is the link to the preference table.

term 


is the actual term and is the link to the uses table.

Index_term

indicates if the term should be index or not.

status 
indicates if a term is preferred (P), non-preferred (N) or candidate (C)

scope note 

is the description of the term.

cla_gr_uid 
denotes which classification the term is in and is the link to classification_groups. The inclusion of this field enables the same term to be included in several thesauri without the use of homographs as the term + cla_gr_uid creates the unique identifier for the term

thesaurus_term_uses
This table contains the relationships between terms and their use/positions in the hierarchies. 

th_t_u_uid 
is the unique number within this table and is used to link terms within the table and it is used to link to the thesaurus_relations table.

term 


is used to link to the terms table.

cla_gr_uid 

denotes which thesaurus the term is in. 
broad_term_u_uid 
holds the th_t_u_uid of the term immediately above in the hierarchy, ie its broader term.

top_term_u_uid 
holds the highest th_t_u_uid for a term, ie its class term.

thesaurus_term_preferences
This table links terms from the term table together. This is to give preferred and non-preferred terms.

the_te_uid_1 
is the the_te_uid of the non-preferred term and links to the the_te_uid column of the term table.

the_te_uid_2 
is the the_te_uid of the preferred term that the_te_uid_1 is to be linked to. the_te_uid_2 links to the the_te_uid column in the term table.

thesaurus_term_relations
This table links terms in the hierarchy together as related terms.

th_t_u_uid_1 

is the th_t_u_uid from the thesaurus_term_uses table of the first term to be related

th_t_u_uid_2  

is the th_t_u_uid from the uses table that are to be connected. The relationship is always reciprocal.

classification_groups 



This stores information about the thesaurus or authority list. It is linked to the thesaurus tables through the cla_gr_uid.

The thesaurus terms are linked to the recording modules of AMIE through the the_te_uid which appears in the monument classifications table as term_uid.
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
