A design of stockless anchor favoured by the
Admiralty.

An anchor with a fixed shank and arms, the
stock of the anchor being at right angles to the
arms.

A metal structure used to transmit and receive
radio signals.

Castling set above the aftercastle deck at the
stern of a vessel.

The first deck in castling at the stern of a vessel,
usually above the upper deck. The equivalent of
the quarter deck in later construction.

A handheld lamp used to send morse code
messages ship-to-ship or ship-to-shore.The lamp
and its reflector can be covered/uncovered by a
trigger operated shutter.

A heavy implement, now usually made of metal,
designed to be dropped from a vessel and
embedded in the seabed to hold the vessel in a
desired position.

A davit used to raise the flukes of the anchor to
the top of the bow.

A hull covering formed from a patchwork of
animal skins usually stitched and bound.

A terminal attached to the metal or sheathed hull
of a ship from which a charge flows to inhibit
corrosion.

Netting forming a horizontal barrier of fixed open
work. Found across castle decks and waist in
early forms of construction.

A curved timber, fixed behind the lower section
of the stem directly above the leading end of the
keel.

An angled piece of timber connecting the apron to
the frame of the vessel.

A hull which has been reinforced by the addition
of armour plating.

Any rigging used to give support to the masts
across the width of the vessel.

A cover, usually made of canvas, fixed to, or
fitted over, raised support.

A long seat with a back but without armrests.

A rope or wire which supports a mast against
the forward thrust of the sails. Backstays stretch
from the mast head to either side of the ship or to
the channels.

An ornament placed on the outside of the vessel,
usually depicting its name and crest.

Heavy material, usually stone, gravel or iron,
placed in the holds of a vessel in order to lower
its centre of gravity and provide stability when no
cargo is being carried.

A hull covering made from the bark of trees,
usually stitched and bound.

A device producing electrical energy used to
power a vessel's engines, particularly
submarines when submerged.

A transverse member of a vessel's frame used to
support a deck.

A piece of furniture, usually equipped with a
mattress and covers, for sleeping or resting on.

Equipment used for securing ropes.

A short bar of wood, brass or iron used to
secure a rope.

A housing for a vessels bell. Bells were used to
announce the time every half hour and as a
warning signal in fog or during emergencies.

A bell used to announce the time on board a
vessel, and as a warning signal in fog and during
emergencies.

A long seat usually without a back. Often used to
refer to a seat athwart a small boat.

An external fin usually made from plates and
angle bars riveted to the hull and designed to
reduce roll and provide additional strength to a
vessel's hull.

Carved ornamentation at the bow of a vessel
which does not have a figurehead.

A short stand of wood or metal in which the
compass is suspended, usually in gimbals,
allowing it to remain horizontal regardless of the
vessel's movement.

A pin fitted through a cable bitt to prevent the
cable from coming off.

A series of screens which could be erected
along the waist of a ship to protect the crew from
enemy fire.

A pulley, comprising a shell, sheave and pin,
through which a rope passes. Blocks are used
for various purposes but particularly to increase
the mechanical power of ropes used in working

A rope sewn around the edge of a sail to prevent
the canvas from fraying or tearing.

A square sail set on the lower yard of a
bonaventure mast in older sailing vessels.

A gaff mounted on a bonaventure mast.

A fore and aft sail set on a gaff on the
bonaventure mast in older sailing vessels.

A fore and aft sail, set above the course on the

bonventure mast of older sailing vessels.

A fore and aft sail set on the lowest yard of a
bonaventure mast on older sailing vessels.

A rope, that when hauled in, keeps the weather
edge of a square sail taut and steady when a
vessel is close-hauled to the wind.

A spar projecting over the bow of a vessel to
provide the means for staying the fore topmast
and from which the jibs are set.

A keel made from plates in the form of a box. The
plates being joined by riveting to angles bars.

A keelson made from plates in the form of a box.
The plates being joined by riveting to angles bars.

A rope or wire attached by a block to a yard arm
and used to adjust the yard in a horizontal plane.

A flat plate, triangular in shape, used to join a
frame and a beam.

A additional timber mounted across the breadth of
a vessel to strengthen the structure.

A curved timber bolted across the inside of a
vessel's stem to strengthen the fore part of the
vessel and hold the bow and sides together.

An elevated platform above the upper deck of a
vessel from which it is navigated and from where
all activities on the vessel can be monitored and
controlled by the officer of the watch.

A device used by the captain or officer of the
watch to communicate with the engine room or
other parts of the vessel.

An upright partition separating compartments
within a vessel.

A lamp fixed to the bulkhead providing internal
lighting.

The portion of a vessel's side above the level of
the deck.

A rope attached to the footrope of a square sail
used to spill the wind out of the sail for reefing or
hoist the sail to the yard for furling.

A joint in which planks or plates are joined end to
end.

A piece of timber set at an oblique angle rather
than at right angles to the keel. Cant frames are
found at both ends of the vessel, those at the
bows incline toward the stem post and those at
the stern incline toward the sternpost.

An upright cylindrical barrel revolving around a
spindle used to wind cable on board ship. The
capstan was turned manually by inserting bars
into the drumhead at the top.

A short piece of timber ranging fore and aft
between beams to strengthen the vessel.

A plank used in carvel construction, where the
edges of the planks are placed edge to edge and
not overlapped (as in clinker construction).

Panels erected around the fighting platforms of a
vessel to provide protection.

A davit used to hoist the anchor from the
waterline to the billboard.

A short beam projecting over the bow of a vessel
at the side of the bowsprit. The cathead held a
sheave which took the tackle used to raise the
anchor.

A hanging knee used to support the cathead.

A large pot used for boiling.

Fibres driven into the seams of a vessel's timbers
and covered with pitch or resin to make the
vessel watertight.

A plank forming part of the floor or walls of a
hold.

A board which can be lowered in a shallow
draught vessel to increase the vessel's lateral
area and keel thus increasing the resistance to
leeway.

A metal bar fixed below the chain wales to which
the shrouds are secured.

A pump consisting of an endless chain fitted with
valves, operated by a roller or winch manned by
several men. A chain pump could move large
quantities of water in a short time.

A wooden wedge used to prevent any stowed
article from shifting whilst the vessel is in motion.

A bar, made of wood or metal, attached to the
insides of the gunwales to which the sheets are
fastened when a vessel is under sail.

A bolt, the end of which has been bent over to
secure it once it has passed through the timbers.
Predates the threaded bolt.

A nail, the end of which has been bent over to
secure it once it has passed through the timbers.

A spike, the end of which has been bent over to
secure it once it has passed through the timbers.

A plank used in the construction of a clinker built
vessel where the planks overlap.

An anchor with the stock in the same plane as
the arms enabling it to be stowed flat on an
anchor bed.

A rope attached to the clues of a square sail,
other than acourse, and used to pull the clues up
and inwards when furling the sail.

A flag, usually coloured or patterned, which can
be used to convey messages using a standard
code. Each code flag's pattern or colour is
different and can be used to represent a whole
message, or a single word or letter in a message.

A triangular flag, usually coloured or patterned,
which can be used to convey messages using a
standard code. Each code flag's pattern or colour
is different and can be used to represent a whole
message, or a single number in a message.

Equipment used to communicate from ship-to-
ship, ship-to-shore or ship-to-aircraft.

Traditionally a ladder leading from the main deck
to the quarterdeck. Nowadays used to mean any
ladder leading from one deck to another.

A staircase or ladder allowing movement
between decks.

A hatch or grating covering the entrance to a
companion way.

Any area, onboard a vessel, between the
transverse bulkheads.

An instrument used for navigation and orientation
showing magnetic or true north, and bearings.

The superstructure of a submarine or warship
from which the vessel can be piloted.

The collective term for all ropes and lines carried
on board a vessel.

The arched section of the vessel curving aft and
upwards from the wing transom and buttock to
the stern above.

A rail running around the stern of a vessel.

A sail attached to the lower yards. Use more
specific term.

A board placed along the top edges of upper hull
planking to close the spaces between the inner
and outer hull planking between the frames.

A small loop of rope, often with a metal ring or
thimble, worked into the bolt rope of a sail.
Cringles are used to hook in the tack and sheet
tackles when a sail is reefed.

A heavy timber running across the bitts in the
bows of a vessel.

A bar or timber connecting two bitts or knight-
heads.

A rising knee fitted in the stern to connect the
ends of the stringers and other longitudinal
members.

A drop keel, usually of wood or metal, which can
be raised or lowered through a slot in a vessel's
keel to increase the draught in order to reduce
leeway.

A small crane, derrick or pair of curved pillars,
usually fitted on the deck close to the side of a
vessel, used for raising and lowering lifeboats,
anchors etc.

A circular block, usually made from lignum vitae,
pierced with three holes and grooved around the
circumference used to secure the end of a
shroud to a chain plate.

A hinged plate, usually of brass, iron or wood,
inboard of a ship's scuttle or port, which can be
lowered and secured with a butterfly nut to
prevent damage to glass in heavy weather or
conceal internal light from enemy vessels.

A block of timber, in both the bow and stern of a
vessel, positioned just above the keel where the
hull is narrow and the angle of the timbers at its
most acute.

A floor running the length of a vessel or only part
of it, connecting the sides and forming the roof of
the compartments or holds.

A lamp fitted to the underside of the deck above
to provide internal lighting in a vessel.

A lamp fitted above head height to provide
external lighting on a vessel.

The horizontal platforms and internal spaces on
board a vessel.

Carved elements and mouldings designed to make
a vessel more attractive.

A spar, fixed on board a vessel and pivoted at
the lower end, fitted with a purchase and used
like a crane for hoisting cargo and other heavy
weights.

A plank, forming part of the hull of a wooden
vessel, which is thinner at one end.

A bridge from which the captain, or officer of the
watch, can supervise the docking of a vessel.

A barrier used to close an opening, usually
hinged and often hung within a supporting frame.

An opening between two spaces, filled by a
door.

A paddle with a blade on either end. Usually used
to propel a canoe or kayak.

A single shelled block containing two sheaves
revolving on the same pin, allowing two ropes of
equal thickness to be worked through it.

A pole or staff on which a flag is hoisted.

A device, which when activated, gives off a
bright light. Used as a signal.

A section of the bulwark which is hinged
allowing access onto the deck.
