Aircraft Manufacturing Co., Ltd. Established in
1912 by Mr G. Holt Thomas. In 1914 secured the
services of Capt. Geoffrey de Havilland as
designer-in-chief, who went on to lend his initials
to a number of highly successful machines.

A single-seat, pusher prop, escort and
patrolfighter. Used in the UK in a Home Defence
role until superseded in 1917.

A single-seat fighter which began service with
the RFC's fighter squadron in 1916. Some
shortterm success in dealing with new Fokkers
but was withdrawn from service in mid-1917.

A two-seat, single-engine bomber. Fast, versatile
and well armed, but with a fuel tank poorly placed
between pilot and gunner, was considered to be
the best day bomber of the First World War.
Laterentered civil service.

The DH5 was an attempt to give a tractor-type
fighter a good forward view. However it
suffered from unpleasant flying characteristics
and, as a result, had a short service career.

Originally designed as a trainer but relegated to

A two-seat, reconnaissance biplane developed
from the FK2 with a more powerful, but heavier,
engine. Primarily used for training in the UK.

Single-engine, two-seat tractor bomber and
reconnaissance aircraft. Entered service in 1916
and, during 1917 and 1918, equipped nine RFC
squadrons in its reconnaissance role.

A site, including barracks and ancillary buildings
used for the accommodation of soldiers.

A building used for the daily administration of an
army.

A building or large scale site for the manufacture
and/or storage of weapons, ammunition and
equipment.

A site used for the safe storage of the art held in
the national collections. During the Second World
War many paintings, sculptures and works of art
were moved to modified mines for safe keeping
to protect them against bomb damage.

A piece of ground, or a building, on which artillery
may be fired at targets.

A building temporarily requistioned for use as a
hospital. Auxiliary hospitals treated the less
seriously wounded and were less strict than
military hospitals although they remained under
military control.

A. V. Roe & Co., Ltd. formed in 1909.

An important two-seat, tractor biplane, initially
used by the RFC in a reconnaissance role and by
the RNAS as a bomber. Later converted to a
single-seat Home Defence fighter and
ultimatelyused as a trainer.

A building used for fabricating balloon and airship
envelopes.

A building used to house members of the armed
forces.

A site where a single large balloon was attached
by fine wire cables to the ground to form an
aerial obstruction to attacking enemy aircraft.

A building housing the engines used to power
equipment used by a searchlight, anti-aircraft or
caostal battery.

A building used to observe the movements of
hostile aircraft or shipping.

The field or area of ground on which a battle or
skirmish was fought.

A battery, usually a single gun often in a pillbox,
situated so as to provide enfilading fire along a
beach to prevent hostile forces from advancing
inland.

A searchlight battery used to light a beach.

A works engaged principally in the manufacture
of the explosive bellite.

The first transportable aircraft hangar developed
by the RFC/RAF, which comprised a kit of timber
and canvas that could be assembled in 48 hours.
The canvas doors open one end only. Also

known as Type H hangar.

A factory for the assembly of bicycles.

Accommodation for military personnel.

An aeroplane with two wings, or planes, placed
one above the other either side of the fuselage.

Blackburn Aircraft, Ltd., founded by Robert
Blackburn, who produced his first aircraft in
1910. Specialised in the production of
torpedocarrying aircraft.

A protective structure, often made of sandbags
with reinforcement, designed to protect aircraft at
airfields from enemy attack.

A reinforced wall designed to reflect the blast
from an explosion. Often found associated with
powder magazines, pillboxes and air raid
shelters.

A French aircraft manufacturer founded by Louis
Bleriot and Gabriel Voisin, both aviators and
inventors, in 1903, dissolved in 1906. After the
First World War Bleriot founded Bleriot
Aeronautique developing commercial aircraft.

115 and 135 but larger than these. Two were
built for Air Union (the Paris-London route). Both
crashedwith fatalaties in 1926 (Kent).

A depression in the ground caused by the
explosion of a mine or bombshell.

A site which has been bombed but where there
is no crater, eg. bombed buildings.

A complex of buildings and earthworks
constructed the storage of bombs and
pyrotechnics.

A large, powerful aircraft, usually with two or
more engines, designed to carry a payload of
bombs.

An area of land, with associated buildings and
targets, used for practicing the dropping of
bombs and other aspects of air warfare.

A range marker allowing bombers to locate the

bombing range.

An observation post located on or close to a
bombing range.

Any structure or object, used for the purpose of
practice bombing.

An observation tower located on or near to a
bombing range.

A bar, chain or other obstruction stretched
across a waterway to obstruct navigation.

A building containing a machine tool for boring out
large cylindrical holes in items such as steam
engine cylinders, pump barrels, etc.

A building within a gunpowder works complex,
where the mill cake (pulverised and incorporated
ingredients of gunpowder) was broken down. It
was crushed or broken down by passing it
between pairs of revolving gunmetal rollers in a
breaking-down machine.

A structure of wood, stone, iron, brick or
concrete, etc, with one or more intervals under it
to span a river or other space. Use specific type
where known.

WAR MEMORIAL

Highly successful, two-seat, biplane fighter and
reconnaissance aircraft with both forward and
rear facing guns. Designed to replace the BE2, it
entered service with the RFC in mid-1917
andremained in service until 1932.

Single-seat, single-engine fighter biplane
renowned for its high performance and
manoeuvrability. Entered service in 1917.

The surviving remnants of material used to
disguise the existence of a building or site. Use
with specific monument type where known.

A camp providing accommodation for members of
the Canadian Forestry Corps along with facilities
such as saw mills for the sawing and squaring of
timber to create pit props, shoring, crates etc for
the war effort.

A building used for drilling out the bores of
cannon and other military pieces.

A workshop or factory where the barrels of
cannon are cast.

A factory where cars are manufactured.

A building or works in which carriages were
built. Use RAILWAY CARRIAGE WORKS for sites
making railway carriages.

A component building of an explosives works
where cartridges were filled with explosives
with the aid of cartridging machines.

A pit dug to protect a small group of infantry men.

A target range used for rifle and small arms
practice.

A way between different places, used by
horses, travellers on foot and vehicles.

A column set on a pedestal and decorated with
the bows of warships to celebrate naval
victories. Originally a Roman form, it was revived
in 17th and 18th century decoration.

The earliest side-opening standard type of

An airfield with associated hangars and control
buildings used for the storage, maintenance and
deployment of military aircraft and airships flown
by the Royal Naval Air Service.

May also
include accommodation buildings for personnel.

A building or site used for the storage and
distribution of the essential logistical requirements
of the Royal Navy.

A complex of buildings used as a headquarters
and training base for Royal Navy personnel. Even
though they are buildings on land shore
establishments are deemed to be shipsand are
designated 'HMS' eg. HMS Dolphin in Portsmouth.

A factory or works principally engaged in the
manufacture of the mining explosive sabulite.

A place where saltpetre, the chief component of
gunpowder, is kept.

A building, factory or works which was engaged
in the manufacture of refining saltpetre. Often
part of a gunpowder works.

An aircraft designed to land on water. They can
be divided into 2 types: Flying boats (designed

remain constantly afloat in them.

A building in which moist guncotton is stored prior
to drying for cordite maunufacture.

A camp used to accommodate members of the
Womens Land Army who undertook essential
agricultural work during the First and Second
World Wars.

A hostel used to accommodate members of the
Womens Land Army who undertook essential
agricultural work during the First and Second
World Wars.

A camp used for the accommodation of members
of the Womens Royal Air Force who undertook a
variety of essential roles within the RAF to enable
their male counterparts to fight more effectively.

Usually a complex of buildings for the processing
of raw materials. Use specific type where
known.

A building or room used for small scale
manufacture or maintenance.

The remains of a vessel which has either sunk or
suffered structural damage to the extent where it
can no longer function.
